4. Touch when it appears on your
screen

5. Select "Sign in With My Card"

6. Enter your library card information.

5. To send a book to
Kindle, go to your
shelf, tap "Manage
Loan," select "Read
Books With..." and
select "Kindle"

checkout a title or
"Place Hold" to
reserve an item
once it becomes
available.

Why Dex?

1. Install the Libby
app from your
device’s app store.

2. Open the app and find Lakeland
Library Cooperative (LLC). You can
search by library, city, or zip code.

3. Browse the collection and borrow a
title. When prompted, sign in using
your library card number and your PIN
number.

4. Borrowed titles appear on your
shelf(book icon at the bottom of the
screen). From your shelf you can
view holds and access the borrowed
materials.
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
